Come to the S.P.A. for routine care for your pet 
(general check-up and vaccinations) and to meet all your pet’s 
needs, including diagnosing and treating medical issues, taking 
x-rays as needed, performing sterilizations, teeth cleanings, and 
other surgeries, and providing emergency care. Although walk-
ins are welcome, it is best to call for an appointment (415-152-
6124). Don’t forget that Tuesdays and Saturdays are discount 
days! Consultations and most vaccinations are reduced on those 
days  We also offer packages to reduce your costs of 
vaccinations, sterilization, and more. Details are HERE. 
 
VOLUNTEERING AT THE S.P.A. IS FUN!  And good for  
your mental and physical health. Spend as much or as little time 
as you want during regular volunteer hours (11-2, Monday-
Saturday). Our cats and dogs will be so happy to see you. Many 
will give you adoring looks when they see you coming that will 
melt your hearts. You’ll be surprised at what a joyful and 
rewarding experience it is. 
 
Hints for volunteering in the hot weather: Wear a cold, wet 
bandana around your neck, rewet often. Wear light colored, 
loose fitting clothing. Drink a lot of water. For those in the 
cattery, use a hand fan or battery-operated fan. For dog walkers, 
wear a hat, take frequent  breaks, sit in the shade, relax a few 
minutes, and have a good long drink of water. Our cats and dogs 
will be so happy you made the effort!
